Conclusion: Now, that is one of those “Oh me!” sermons.  We hear that kind of preaching and it hits us right where we live.  But, that’s good!  That means that the Lord is speaking to your heart and helping you to grow.  So, what are we to do with this sermon?

2) If you are a parent who has made some mistakes, you might need to come and make that right.  You might even need to go to your children and apologize.   


3) There are some parents here who tried your best, but your children are out of the Lord’s will tonight.  Why not bring them up before the Lord once more and trust Him to being them home. Remember, Pro. 22:6 is a principle and not a promise. Stop beating yourself up over your children!

4) There may be some here today that have never been saved.  Jesus loves you and died on the cross to provide a way of salvation.  If you will come to Him, He will save your soul.
