   {How long halt ye between two opinions? If the LORD be God follow him... Vs. 21}
2. To Stand For God In-spite Of The Odds Vs. 19 -22 
   {The prophets of Baal 450 and the prophets of the groves 400. Vs. 19}
   {I, even I only, remain a prophet of the LORD; but Baal's prophets are 450 men Vs. 22 }
3. To See God In-spite Of The Obstacles Vs. 23-24 {The God that answereth by fire...}
Ill. = 2 Kings 6: 8 -“16, 17”. Hebrews 12: “2” The joy that was set before him...
App. = What Will Your Decision Be? Will You Decide To Serve God In-spite Of Opposition? Will You Decide To Stand For God In-spite Of The Odds, That Is When They Are Not In Your Favor? Will You Decide To See God In-spite Of The Obstacles?

b. The Encounter Would Revive Their Faith
c. The Experience Would Reveal The Father
    2. To Salvage That Which Was Productive Vs. 30-32 {The altar}
        Notice The Course Of Action That Elijah Took: 
a. He Assessed The Situation Vs. 30 {The Altar Was Broken Down} 
Elijah Knew That Just Because It's Broken Doesn't Mean It Can't Be Restored

b. He Arranged The Stones Vs. 31
c. He Acknowledged The Sovereign One Vs. 32
    3. To Sacrifice That Which Was Precious Vs. 33-35 {The bullock & the water}
        Consider What Elijah Sacrifice Did: 
a. Elijah Sacrificed What Was Precious To God {The bullock- The Blood}
b. Elijah Sacrificed What Was Precious To Man {The water}
The Sacrifice Of Jesus Consisted Of Blood And Water. 
God Was Pleased And The Fire Fell

III. It Fell Because Of A Man's Dependency Vs. 36-40
      Notice Three Things About Elijah's Dependency Upon God: 

      We See:
      1. The Foundation From His Past, Established In His Dependency Vs. 36
      2. The Fervency Of His Prayer, Exposed His Dependency 
Vs. 36b - “37”

The Prophets Of Baal Prayed Approx. 6 Hours, And No Fire

     3. The Fruit In His Petition, Encouraged His Dependency Vs. “38” - 40
{(Vs.38) When the fire of the LORD fell, and consumed the burnt sacrifice, and the wood, and the stones, and the dust, and liked up the water that was in the trench. (Vs. 39) And when all the people saw it, they fell on their faces: and they said, The LORD he is God; the LORD, he is the God. (Vs. 40) And Elijah said unto them, Take the prophets of Baal; let not one of them escape. And they took them: and Elijah brought them down to the brook Ki-shon and slew them there.}
