Lessons on Revival from Jonah
Text: The Book of Jonah

Introduction: Many have said there is no way we can experience revival in America because of her condition. However we find the first Gentile Revival in a most unusual location. We do not find it in the N.T. or in the age of grace or the age of the Gentile Church but instead we find it in the O.T. book of Jonah. And I believe if we study Jonah we will discover that God can bring revival whenever he wants to bring revival in spite of all the obstacles we face.

II. In Spite of a Pagan People – “Nineveh” – (1:2)

3. A People that Degraded God’s Position – (vs32-35)

III. In Spite of a Pending Prophecy – Nahum


Only 100 years after the Revival of Jonah’s day!

1. The Overthrow of Nineveh Declared – Chapter 1


2. The Overthrow of Nineveh Described – Chapter 2


3. The Overthrow of Nineveh Defended – Chapter 3

Many today say, “Well you can’t find America in prophecy so there is no hope for America…she must be doomed.” And all the signs indicate that America is headed to the woodshed but that does not mean we cannot have revival.

Conclusion: I believe if there is a lesson in the book of Jonah regarding revival it is this: God can bring revival any time He wants to. And the key to this revival is summed up in the words of a pagan king when he said, “Who can tell if God will…turn away from his fierce anger?”
