Introduction: We know Jesus was greater in His Person, Preaching, Power, Passion, & His Purpose!

Though Jonah was a type or picture of Christ’s Death, Burial and Resurrection we see that Jonah was nothing like Jesus when it came to many other areas of his ministry.

Like Jonah Jesus Loathed His Assignment. – Hebrews 12:2


But Unlike Jonah He Did It Without Rejection! - Luke 2:49 “And he said unto them, How is it that ye sought me? wist ye not that I must be about my Father's business?”
But Unlike Jonah He Did It Without Reservation! - John 8:29 “And he that sent me is with me: the Father hath not left me alone; for I do always those things that please him.”
Unlike Jonah Jesus Loved His Audience.


Not Just the Jews! 

Romans 1:16 “For I am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ: for it is the power of God unto salvation to every one that believeth; to the Jew first, and also to the Greek.”

Not Just the Just!


Romans 5:6 “For when we were yet without strength, in due time Christ died for the ungodly.

Unlike Jonah Jesus Lived His Announcement.

His Life was Consistent with His Message! 
II Peter 1:17 “For he received from God the Father honour and glory, when there came such a voice to him from the excellent glory, This is my beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased.”

His Life was Consistent with His Motivation! 
Luke 19:10 “For the Son of man is come to seek and to save that which was lost.”
